Mr. McCuiston moved that the Board approved the Minutes of the Meeting of the
Board of Regents held on March 18, 1878, as received. Mr. Long seconded and the
motion carried.

President's Report

President Curris stated that we have assessed the impact of the cold weather
to the University and found that expenditures January through March were $200,000
in excess of the Budget for utilities, that there was some damage to the sidewalks,
that the roof of the cow barn collapsed but other snow damage was minimal, and that
we are intensifying our efforts for energy conservation.

Regarding construction projects on campus, he stated that

a) we hope to move into the Library by the beginning of the fall semester;

b) the renovation of Wells Hall is on target for occupancy in September
or October;

c) the Overpass is nearly completed;

d) the groundbreaking ceremonies for the University Center have been held and
excavation is underway;

e) the tennis courts are under construction;

f} the new ventilation system in Blackburn Hall is underway; and

g) the renovation of Wrather Hall is on schedule.

President Curris stated that several honors have come to members of the
University and include 1) Dr. Maxine McCants, English Department, has received
a stipend for summer work from the National Endowment for the Humanities, 2) Mrs.
Jane Rogers, Cooperative and Experiential Education, has been elected President-
elect of the Kentucky Cooperative Education Association, and 3) Mr. Don Starkey,
Cooperative and Experiential Educaticn, has been elected President-elect of the
National Cocperative Education Association. Honors have been received by the
Women's Rodeo Team, the Debate Team, and the Rifle Team won the national championship.

shall have first notified in writing tc the remaining
members of the board, and to the newspaper having the
largest circulation in the county in which the state
university is located, of his intention to bid on such
contract. "
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Chairman Howard directed the Secretary of the Board to see that the provisions
of the Statutes are met upon notification by member(s) of intention to submit such
bid(s).

Dr. Curris further called the Board's attention to legislation passed transferring
the Diagnostic Laboratory at Hopkinsville from the Department of Agriculture to Murray
State University and authorizing $2,700,000 for expansion and renovation of this facility
for animal disease research.

1978-79 Murray State University Budget, Adopted

Upon request, Mr. Hall presented the following brief summary of the budget:

The 1978-79 Murray State University Budget is $27,626,537. This
total includes $24,965,030 general fund and $2,661,567 restricted funds
(bond payments). The Budget is approximately $2,100,000 larger than the
1977-78 Budget.

Personnel compensation accounts for 52% of the total increase in
funds while utilities and communication expenses account for an
additional 19%. The remaining major increases provide funding for
student wages, library materials, increases in athletics for compliance
with Title IX regulations, and inflation for current operating expenses.
