eligible for
recall overseas
LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) — Just over 100 Kentucky soldiers could be

involuntarily recalled to active duty in Iraq or Afghanistan next week, the
Army said Friday.

Andrea Wales, a spokeswoman for the Army's Human Resources
Command, said 101 former soldiers in the Individual Ready Reserve who
list a Kentucky hometown are eligible for the call-up. Not everyone would
receive the formal notifications due to begin arriving in mailboxes on
Tuesday. she said.

The Army said it will call up more than 5,600 soldiers nationwide, most-
ly truck drivers, mechanics, supply clerks, administrative clerks or combat
engineers. They will be kept on active duty for at least 18 months but not
longer than two years.

The call-up will he done in three increments from July to December.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A con-

stant stream of intelligence indicat-
ing that al-Qaida wants to strike the
United States this summer or fall
has led federal officials to urge
increased vigilance during the
Independence Day weekend, but
there is no specific threat of an
attack timed to the holiday.

In a bulletin sent to law enforce-
ment agencies nationwide
Thursday, the.. FBI said police
should step up patrols and watch for
signs of terrorist activity, including
surveillance of potential targets.
The FBI also listed advice on how
to spot possible suicide bombers.
"We know the U.S. homeland

remains a top al-Qaida target," the
FBI said in the bulletin, sent weekly
to 18,000 state and local law
enforcement agencies.

Fourth of July celebrations are
among the symbolic events that
U.S. officials say could present an
inviting target to al-Qaida, which
intelligence reports indicate will
attempt an attack during summer or
fall. An attack also could be timed
to coincide with the national politi-
cal conventions or the November
elections, plus the Olympics in
August in Athens, Greece.

Homeland Security Secretary
Tom Ridge said the warnings were
not issued because of a specific

threat.
"The information that the FBI

put out is just a reminder," he said
Friday on NBC's -Today" show.
"There are some lessons we've
learned from observing the al-Qaida
and other terrorist organizations
conduct their attacks around the
IA odd.-

The FBI said police should
increase patrols this holiday week-
end, vary the timing, size and routes
of the patrols, and make sure all
vehicles illegally parked in key
areas are approached and their driv-
ers questioned.

The Homeland Security
Department had no plans to raise
the nation's color-coded terror alert
level above its current midpoint sta-
tus of yellow, or elevated. Last
week, the agency sent a bulletin
urging tighter security to state and
local officials and those that operate
power and chemical plants and key
transportation facilities.

The government's approach to
this major U.S. holiday was muted
in comparison to Memorial Day,
when the FBI and Attorney General
John Ashcroft issued high-profile
warnings that terrorists were nearly
ready to strike. In Florida this week,
Ashcroft repeated his contention
that al-Qaida was between 75 per-
cent and 90 percent ready to attack
again.

Jon 0' Shaughnessy wants
Murray-Calloway County Hospital
to live up to its community respon-
sibility, and part of being a good
neighbor is estimating out-of-pock-
et costs for patients.

Historically, the hospital's
patients wait to pay deductibles or '
co-payments for health care servic-
es until they received a bill.
Sometimes the amount owed
comes as a surprise, according to
O'Shaughnessy, the hospital's
CEO who is trying to restructure
the not-for-profit organization to be
fiscally responsible.

In efforts to be fair to patients
and more efficient as a business,
MCCH employees are being
(rained to estimate services and
procedures, including what
patients' insurance policies cover,
so more payments can be made up
front. O'Shaughnessy said he
hopes to implement the new pay-
ment process within the next
month.
"We want to be extremely cau-

tious about this process and ease
into it, but I think we've been
doing them a disservice by provid-
ing service then billing them and
they don't know what they'll haie
to pay out of pocket." he said.

In an evaluation of MCCH's
debt, nearly 60 percent of unpaid
bills came from out-patient ser‘ ic-
es, including latx-i.•tory work and
radiology treatment,
O'Shaughnessy told the governing
Board of Trustees during its regular,
meeting Wednesday afternoon. He
said the hospital administration
expected the largest debt to come
from emergency treatment.

Collecting fees at the time of _
service is becoming -a national
trend. O'Shaughnessy provided
board members with a Wall Street
Journal article from June 2 that
documents the- trend. In 2002. the
cost of out-standing payments for
care totaled $22.3 billion at 4,927
U.S. hospitals, according to the
American Hospital Association.

Nashville, Tenn.-based HCA
Inc., the nation's largest hospital
chain, recently began asking
patients to pay co-payments before
non-emergency treatment. In cases
of patients not being able to afford
services at the time, the hospitals
ask for at least a down payment.
according to the Wall Street
Journal article. One-fourth of the
$2.2 million in bad debt at HCA's
191 hospitals in fiscal year 2003
was because of uncollected co-pay-
ments for insured patients. the arti-
cle says.

At Murray-Calloway County
Hospital, O'Shaughnessy said
there is an opportunity to reduce
debt — both for patients and the
hospital — because employees are
going to be more forward with
financial. statements when patients
register for treatment or proce-
dures. Technology advancements
also make pre-certifying patients
through insurance companies easi-
er.

"It is a change, but in regards to
cash and accounts receivable
processes and relationships it is
better than billing them after the
services are rendered."

Presbyterians
reject OK for
homosexual
ordination
RICHMOND, Va. (AP) — The

Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) leg-
islative assembly narrowly rejected
a measure Friday to allow individ-
ual presbyteries to ordain gay cler-
gy and lay officers.

Under the 259-255 vote, the cur-
rent interpretation of church law
forbidding the ordination of gay
clergy will remain binding on the
church, including on the regional
bodies, known as presbyteries.

Immediately after the vote,
about 300 Presbyterians who sup-
ported allowing the ordination of
gay clergy gathered in a courtyard
where they prayed and sang "We
Shall Not Be Moved." Many wept
and embraced.

"Tonight is another 'no' to us."
the Rev. Jane Spahr, a lesbian min-
ister from San Rafael, Calif., told
the group. "All we wanted to do is
walk beside you and serve beside
you. We want the 'yes,' and we will
return every year until the 'yes' is

The church has looked the other
way when some of its clergy and
lay leaders professed their homo-
sexuality, and Michael Adee, a gay
elder in the First Presbyterian
Church of Sante Fe, N.M., said this
seemed like the year for change.

"I'm deeply saddened by the
vote,- Adee said in an interview.
But he said he is optimistic that the
denomination eventually will wel-
come gays in leadership positions.

"Hearts and minds are changing
all around the country." said Adee.
a national field organizer for the
gay-rights group "More Light
Presbyterians."

Conservative .Presbyterians had
warned that a vote for gay ordina-
tion at the denomination's national
assembly could cause the largest
rift in the church since Northern
and Southern churches split over
slavery at the start of the Civil War.

Little to cheer
from conservatives

WASHINGTON (AP) — Justice
Antonin Scalia ended the Supreme
Court term with some harsh words
for his colleagues.
-This court seems incapable of

admitting that some matters — any
matters are none of its busi-
ness," he wrote on the court's final
day.

Only fellow conservative
Clarence Thomas wrote more dis-
sents than Scalia in the nine-month
term that ended this week. In the
final days. Scalia complained about
a misguided court that "seems to
view it as its mission to Make
Everything Come Out Right," even
with wrong rulings.

In some of his sharpest criticism,
Scalia called the court irresponsible
in riding that foreign terror suspects
held in Cuba may challenge their
treatment in U.S. courts.

It was one in a line of decisions
by the justices this year that found
American courts open to lawsuits
oyer such things as international
human rights abuses, on-the-job
sexual harassment. World War II-
era disputes over looted property,
claims that states aren't accommo-
dating disabled citizens and allega-
tions of unconstitutional partisan
gerrymandering in legislative
boundary drawing.

Justices also said that U.S.
crams and their protections were
availabIe to Americans accused by
the president of being enemy com-
batants, another defeat for the Bush
administration.

Chief Justice William H.
Rehnquist, who has generally
steered a conservative course for
the court, settled for a more moder-
ate year.

"I can't think of a major conser-
vative victory," said John
McGinnis, a conservative law pro-
fessor at Northwestern University.
"They may be running out of
steam."

The terrorism ruling that Scalia
criticized as irresponsible. clumsy
and strange was written by Jobn
Paul Stevens. the court's oldest jus-
tice and its longest-serving liberal.

Usually known as the maverick
for his dissents, Stevens showed his
adept ability to form alliances and
was on the winning side in 16 of
the court's 20 most significant
cases. When he was on the losing
side, he wrote to explain why.

Stevens said that a 'Nevada cattle
rancher "acted well within his
rights when he opted to stand mute"
when a police officer asked his •
liame. The court, however, ruled

that police can demand the names
of people they suspect of wrongdo-
ing and arrest those who don't com-

ply-
Stevens, an 84-year-old veteran

of World War II, filed a dissent
when the court said that a U.S. ter-
rorism suspect arrested and
detained in America without legal
rights would have refile his lawsuit
in a different court. Stevens said
that even-at war a country cannot
"be justified by the naked interest
in using unlawful procedures to
extract information."

Once again, Justices Sandra Day
O'Connor and Anthony M.
Kennedy, two moderate conserva-
tives put on the court by President
Reagan, were key swin.g voters who
wrote the fewest dissents.

Several potential blockbuster
cases sputtered, including cases
involving religion. Justices ruled
narrowly, in a Rehnquist opinion,
that states don't have to underwrite
the religious training of students
planning careers in the ministry.
Stevens crafted a ruling that dodged
a decision on whether the Pledge of
Allegiance and its reference to God
in public schools is constitutional.
The court found that a California
atheist could not challenge the
patriotic oath because he did not
have legal authority to speak for his
10-year-old daughter.

The justices backed off another
case about White House secrecy.
leaving for another day the question
of whether Vice President Dick
Cheney must reveal the inner work-
ings of his energy task force.

In some instances, the court
showed it does not have all the
answers. In others, it seemed to say
the court will get back to us later,
said Washington lawyer Thomas
Goldstein.

In the terrorism cases especially,
"what they said is significant, but
its not the whole story. It's like
giving people one chapter of a book
at a time, Goldstein said.

Erwin Chemerinsky, a law pro-
fessor at University of Southern -
California, said that the surprise
ruling of the year was a victory for
criminal defendants written by
Scalia. The complicated 5-4 deci-
sion called into doubt the legality of
federal and state sentencing sys-
tems.

But even that ruling left ques-
tions about what it means for other
cases.

"This term, things were left open
and unresolved," Chemerinsky said.
"There are going to be major issues
litigated for years."

From studying American history or from

watching Jeopardy games, we can learn that two
of the framers of the Declaration of
Independence, later political rivals and the sec-
ond and third presidents of the United States—
i.e., John Adams and Thomas Jefferson—both
died within hours of one another on the 50th -
anniversary of their Declaration, July the Fourth,

1826.
We used to ponder the

delicious-ironies of that dual
death, a happening so sym-
bolic that it seemed almost to
be evidence of divine inter-
vention. Church and state
may have been separated by
that pair of incomparable
forefathers, but faith and pol-
itics were not. The tolling of
the death bells simultaneous-
ly for Adams and Jefferson in
1826 fit appropriately into
she traditions of July the
Fourths before and after
them, in which legions of
orators, stretching from
Patrick Henry to Daniel

Webster and beyond ever since, have linked God
and America and Manifest Destiny.

Pondering the 1826 event anew, what strikes
us this Fourth of July 2004 is not so much the
strange coincidence of the double dying as the
process of reconciliation that preceded it.

Adams and Jefferson were bitter rivals. While
Adams was Washington's vice president,
Jefferson was his Secretary of State. Adams
squeaked out a narrow victory in the 1796 presi-
dential race, served a term, and then was defeat-

ed by Jefferson in 1800. Jefferson served two
terms as president. Adams was a Federalist and
strongly pro-Britain; Jefferson was a Republican
and strongly pro-France. Adams favored a strong
executive and central government; Jefferson
inclined toward dispersed executive powers and
placing more responsibility upon the states.
Adams favored anti-sedition laws and curtail-
ment of the press; Jefferson, was an outspoken
defender of freerlom of expression. Adams was
from the North (Massachusetts), Jefferson the
South (Virginia).

But after both were out of office, in those
years from 1809 to 1829, the two enemies
patched up their ruptured relationship. The
Adams-Jefferson letters from those years are
amazing testimony to the greatness of both men.

Politics and partisanship were overcome by
patriotism and patriarch-ism. They became elder
statesmen, relishing the reliving of their many
mutual victories and battles to found a nation
and determined to find some way to nurture in
their successors the optimism. determination,
and wisdom from the Declaration days to make
a democracy.

They worried that the bright torch of liberty
they had lit would dim as the nation grew in size
and complexity and moved in time away from
the dynamic enthusiasm of its beginnings. They
were concerned, together, about unfinished agen-
das they had left hanging, especially problems of
slavery and tariffs and education, issues which
threatened the health and welfare of the new
nation. They mused about American isolationism
and the proper role and size of standing armies
and of armies and navies.

They re-visited the classical literature of
political science—from Greece, Rome, France,
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and England—to see what constitutions should

achieve and how to balance powers. They cri-

tiqued the work of their presidential successors.

They discussed farming and weather and garden-

ing and family, and shared reading lists and

reviews.
Other presidents ledned bipartisanship from

the Adams-Jefferson reconciliation. Abraham

Lincoln made use of Stephen Douglas after he
was elected; Franklin Roosevelt made use of
Wendell Wilkie and Herbert Hoover after his
elections; and John Kennedy made use of Henry
Cabot Lodge after his.

Ex-presidents Carter and Ford have co-spon
sored many civic enterprises since leaving
office, and seem especially close.

At the recent Reagan funeral in National
Cathedral, all of the living ex-presidents of this
great country sat together in the row behind the
current president. There together, enjoying each
other's company and understanding deeply the
dilemmas that make democracy-tending a daily
duty, were Presidents Ford, Carter, Bush, and
Clinton. There was a reverence about their fra-
ternity that day as they paid their respects to the
fraternity member they had just lost, a man who
in his career had been both a Democrat and a
Republican.

"Binding up the nation," to use Lincoln',

term, demands that at some stage the broken
pans of the nation transcend their differences
and transform themselves from pieces into a
mended whole. Adams and Jefferson learned
that-- albeit after they were both out of sight and
out of power. It is a lesson worth passing on,
nonetheless. We are Americans before we are
liberals or conservatives. Democrats or
Republicans.

After Suzuki's hit retired his next
13 batters in order, interrupted by
a rain delay with one out in the
top of the third.

Williams, who has lost five of
his first six decisions, is 3-0 with
a 1.67 ERA in his last four starts.
He allowed three hits, struck out
four and walked none.

Two of the Mariners' first five
batters broke their bats against
Williams, who also barehanded
Cabrera's broken-bat soft liner in
the fourth.

Kiko Calero, Ray King and Cal
Eldred combined for three-hit relief.

Sanders' second-inning homer,
his 14th of the season and sec-
ond in two games, was the only
hit allowed by Jamie Moyer, who
left after the delay, having pitched
two innings.

St. Louis scored five runs in 2

Stayin' alive

Tiger makes
LEMONT, Ill. (AP). - Tiger Woods watched as

his ball clipped the top of a large willow tree and
fell 30 yards in front of him. Another swing moved
the ball a measly few feet. Finally, on the third try,
he punched out to the fairway, still 40 yards shy
of the pin.

If ever there was a day when his extraordinary
cut streak was going to end, this was it. But as
he's done time and again, Woods wriggled his way
out of danger Friday. holing a 60-foot putt for the
first of back-to-back birdies that kept his weekend
plans at the Western Open intact.

"ft's just a matter of always playing hard." he
said. "The old saying goes, 'You can't have the
switch on and off.' You've got to have it always
on, and that's how I've always played."

He finished with a 73 that put him at 1-over
143 for two rounds - right on the projected cut
line. But with the wind already starting to blow,
Woods knew he was safe.

Sure enough, when play was completed 6 1/2
hours later, the line was 2 over and Woods had
made his 126th consecutive cut, the longest streak
in PGA Tour history.
"You would think surely there would come a sit-

uation where he was so far against the wall that it

another cut
would be near impossible, and the guy finds a way
to do it," said Charles Howell III, who shares the
lead with Matt Gogel and Steve Lowery.

"I honestly think he can tie one of his hands
behind his back and make him play left-handed.
and he would still make the cut."

As rocky as his first two rounds were, Woods
isn't out of this thing, either. Howell (67), Gogel
(64) and Lowery (68) are only seven strokes ahead.
at 6-under 136. First-round leader Loren Roberts is
three strokes back after a 4-over 75.

"Loren has a chance to run away with this thing
if he wants to," Woods said. "If he doesn't do that.
there are a lot of guys right there with a chance."

Woods has gone from flirting with the cut to
kissing the trophy before, winning the 2000 Cana-
dian Open after being one shot better than the cut
with four holes to play. But this isn't the way to
quiet the talk about his slumping game, especially
with the British Open looming.

Sure, he has three top-5 finishes in his last four
starts and is fourth in scoring average. But he's 0-
for-8 in the majors, has won just twice since his
victory at last year's Western and is doing things
on the course that make him look like a mere mor-
tal.

Maytlies provide anglers' best bait

I had the pleasure of fishing
with Bill Barton — the owner of
Red Oak Farm in Murray — and
his good friends, Jim and Matt
Arrigan, from Oxford, Ohio.

They were ready to fish for
anything that was biting. As we
approached the first shoreline, I

knew there
would be a lot
of action on this
day. The trees,
bushes and
rocky banks
were black with
freshly-hatched
mayflies!

There isn't a
better live bait
for all species of
our fish in Ken-
tucky and
Barkley lakes
than mayflies. I
chose to stay
within casting
distance of the

shore, the trees and the bushes so
that when our lures struck the
water, they would be attacked
immediately.

They were ready for us. As the
tiny black toostertail spinner
touched the water, they struck!
One must be ready to set the.,
hooks quickly because something
will strike the lure!

Most of the sunfish families
have completed their spawning.
They are now locating these fly
hatchings to restore their muscles
and increase their body size.

In fact, all known species of
fish in both Barkley and Kentucky
lakes will eat as many of these
willow flies as they can catch. I
use the name willow fly because
many years ago each bay had a
neat grove or population of wil-
low trees that stood in the shal-
low waters of the shoreline.

Many anglers didn't know the
proper name of the flies. Most of

these trees were filled with them,
and that's how they got their name.

The flies live two years under
water, along the bottoms. The eggs
hatch as worm-like forms with
legs that propel the flies around
to feed in the depths.

After the water reaches 80
degrees, these bodies come to the
surface and emerge at night as a
winged fly going to the closest
shore. They mate and mature with-
in a 24-hour period. They will
drop their fully-fertilized eggs back
into the waters after darkness
approaches.

The new eggs will settle to the
bottom in preparation of continu-
ing the species as food for other
living beings.

The numbers of these flies with-
out mouths are unbelievable. One
must see them to fully understand
exactly what they mean to a lake.
Three words express exactly what
they are to the fish, birds and
other insects — food, food and
food!

Bill Barto and Jim and Matt
Arrigon were in for a treat just
looking at the action going on
around them. The constant surface
feeding made it easy to find a
place to cast and catch a fish of
some kind.

I worked my boat along the
shores where the guys could cast
easily. Most of the time, they were
rewarded with a strike. Bill began
to talk the fish into striking his
lure before the other two. It worked
with Jim, but not with Matt.

Matt was up front with me. He
was catching some great small-
mouth bass on ultralight tackle,
as well as some huge bluegill. He
wasn't about to be deterred from
catching fish.
We had a cooler full of soft

drinks and water, but the action
was so fast that we only had about
one drink apiece.

Speaking of coolers, we had

almost a full case of drinks plus
a bag of ice in my Coleman, which
was sitting behind the driver's seat.
In traveling from place to place,
we encountered numerous other
boats and their waves.

At one point, we hit some rough
water. After a few bounces, we
traveled on smoothly. Jim then
called my attention to the miss-
ing cooler. It had bounced over
the back and out of my boat.

I turned around and went back
to look for it. Suddenly. I became
very thirsty just thinking about all
of those lost drinks.
We saw the white top of the

cooler in the distance. It was sit-
ting at a tilted angle. apparently
empty. I slid jn to pick up the
empty cooler. To our great sur-
prise, all of its contents were still
inside and the lid was still tight-
ly clamped shut!
On down the lake, we found a

bank where a huge school of tiny
shad had just come out of a bay
and into a massive cloud of fish.

Practically all species of gamefish
and the bluegill were attacking these
pods of shad.

They were relentless in their
attacks. We could see that their
bodies were so full that they could-
n't possibly eat anything else.

The largemouth, smallmouth and
Kentucky spotted bass and the shell-
crackers, yellow stripers and white
svipers were all there after that
fresh food.

I quickly switched the guys
lures over to a roostertail or a
slab spoon. They began to catch
the stripers under the baitfish
school. It was fast .and furious
fishing, but we didn't keep any
to eat!

I thought we would see a rock-
fish or two, and I was hoping that
the guys would hang into a good
10-pounder!

Bill. had made fun of Matt's
blue-sided lure on several occasions,
but he came to regret it. Matt
caught several more fish than the
other two put together. Suddenly.

it was quiet in the middle of the
boat as Matt continued to catch
good stripers.

There were a few strikes that
could have been the large tock-
fish. But, as you may have guessed.
they didn't stay around very long!

Bill Barton is a pretty savvy
guy. He called some of his casts
before making them. He constant-
ly caught fish. He has a great
sense of - humor for sure!

Jeanne and I took a day off to
sit in the midst of yet another mayfly
hatch. We truly love to use light-
spinning tackle to catch the big
bluegill and shellcrackers while they...,
are surfacing on the flies.
, There wasn't any reason to
switch from the black roostertail,
so we tied them on and began to
laugh and really enjoy it.

There were so many fish feed-
ing on the new mayflies that one
could cast with their eyes closed.
It usually takes a few days for
the fish to realize that the flies
are hatching and that there is a
20-mile buffet in progress.

It truly is a sight to behold.
even if you don't fish. Just anchor
off-shore and watch the action
before you!

Jeanne and I were very careful
to release the smaller bluegill so
that they could return to their eat-
ing and growing.
We knew this was a good oppor-

tunity to put some fillets into the
freezer, so we kept casting until
the time frame changed. They quit
biting at 10:30 in the morning.
We only kept 77, but we knew
also that we had caught over 100!

I suppose a person could stay,
and catch more, but there's no
need. There are a few other things
to do when exploring the lake.

I know it's warm weather, but
put those life vests on yourself
and the kids. Believe me. you'll
be glad that you did!

When John Jay reached a negotiated "peace'
with Great Britain. the French redoubled their
efforts to snub America's claims of sover-
eignty and continued to attack shipping and
to occupy American ports.

Only after a series of naval encounters
where American warships won decisive bat-
tles against their French counterparts did
Napoleon reconsider his strategy toward the
new country.

Instead of insuring peace and tranquility.

Jay's treaty with Great Britain resulted in
increased hostilities with France and provided
no relief from the original grievances. In 1812,
the U.S'.- elated'
to counter counter the piracy against American ship-
ping and to quell the insurgency of the Indi-
ans who were being provoked by the British.

Referred to as "the Second War For Inde-
pendence," the War of 1812 served to estab-
lish the fledgling republic as a rightful play-
er among the powers of the world.

Secretary of the Treasury Albert Gallatin
observed that "the war has renewed and rein-
stated the national feeling and character which
the Revolution had given, and which were
daily lessening. The people have now more
general objects of attachment with which their
pride and political opinions are connected.

"They are more Americans: they feel and
act more as a nation; and I hope that the
permanency of the Union is thereby better
secured."

The cost to better secure the permanen-
cy of the Union was over 50.000 American
lives.

Early in the 20th Century. Germany threw
the entire continent of Europe into conflict
and used submarine warfare to the destruction
of any and all shipping in the Atlantic.

Again, the United States believed that peace
could be obtained by merely sitting on the
sidelines and executing treaties.

After receiving Germany's solemn pledge
to greatly restrict their submarine warfare,
President Woodrow Wilson declared that he
had obtained "peace without victory," pro-
claiming such as the "only lasting peace."

Nine days later, Germany resumed its attacks
on American shipping with renewed vigor.

Only after the United States entered the fray
did hostilities cease.

But, again. President Wilson sought "peace
..s.v.i1112ut victory" in the form of an armistice
(cease.rre) based on his "Fourteen Points" rather
than demanding the uncon4itional surrender
of the aggressors.

As history has shown, the rise of Hitler
and the Second World War began with the
signing of the treaty at Versailles to end the
"War to End All Wars."

During the late 1930s. America tried to
remain neutral as Japan ravaged the south
Pacific after a period of extreme military-
build-up. FDR was still committed to diplo-
macy with the militaristic leaders of Japan
and had issued an appeal for a "peaceful
understanding" as late December 6. 1941.

The "peaceful understanding" was well
understood the following morning as the Japan-
ese launched a surprise attack on Pearl Har-
bor.

In our own time, we have seen the result
of misguided diplomacy time and time again.
Who can forget British Prime Minister Cham-
berlain's statement following his conference
in Berlin with Hitler: "My good friends this
is the second time in our history that there
has come back from Germany to Downing
Street peace with honor. 1 believe it is peace
in our time."

While the Prime Minister promised peace
for the citizens of London, Hitler was at work
planning the invasion of the British Isles.

Following the defeat of Germany and the
Axis powers in Europe, the diplomacy of
Clement Attlee. the new British Prime Min-
ister allowed the Soviet Union to clamp its
iron control over much of Europe — in stark
contrast to MacArthur's Japanese occupation

is never
policy that prevented the Sov lets Iron) extend-
ing their grasp in the Pacific.

President Carter is still lauded for his diplo-
macy in the Camp David Accord that is cred-
ited evert to this day for bringing peace to
the Middle East. At exactly what • time since
Carter or Camp David has there been peace
in the Middle East?

But as the newly united Colonies learned
in 1812, diplomacy without the will to take
action is useless, as summarized by Theodore'
Roosevelt's admonition to "speak softly but
carry a big stick."

Only through the application of the "stick"
did America finally assume her "separate and
equal station" among the powers of the earth..

Fortunately, not all advice of "sunshine
patriots" is heeded as when then Ambassador
to England, Joseph Kennedy, patriarch ,a the
Kennedy clan, argued for the appeasement of
Hitler at the onset of the Second World War.

Reliance on diplomacy and appeasement
has been more costly to America than war.
Beginning with the struggle for independence.
diplomacy has neither aided nor advanced the
cause of liberty.

The freedom and liberty that we enjoy to
this day is still purchased with the -blood of -
true patriots. The 56 patriots who signed the
Declaration of Independence knew that they
would pay with their lives for the freedom
and liberty that they themselves might never
see.

The citizen's militia of New Hampshire
who repulsed the Hessian attack that turned
the War of 1812 were willing to pay the price
for freedom, as were the millions who joined
the military following the attack on Pearl Har-
bor, or the thousands who died on the beach-
es of Normandy.

A fine declarer always forms at

least a tentative plan of action before
playing a card from dummy. He real-
izes that he cannot expect good
results with a high degree of regular-
ity if he begins to play without some
kind of plan in place.
Consider the present deal where

West leads a heart against four
spades. Declarer sees at once that his
only potential losers are a trump and
three diamonds. He also notes that if

all goes well, he Can eVerittially dis-
card a diamond on dummy's fourth
club.
South's only real problem, there-

fore, is to manage his trumps in such
a way that East cannot gain the lead
with.lhe queen of trumps if he hap-
pens to have that card. Declarer takes
this view because he cannot afford to
have East make what might prove to
be a deadly diamond return.
Accordingly, South wins the heart

lead with the ace, cashes the ace of
trumps, leads a heart to dummy's
king and returns a low trump, finess-
ing the ten atier East follows low.
Win or lose, the finesse assures the
contract. In the actual case, the
finesse wins. and South finishes with
11 tricks.
But let's assume that the worst

happens and the finesse loses to
West's doubleton queen. Even so, the
contract is in no danger, regardless of
where the diamond ace is located.
West can do no better than return a
club, and South disposes of one of
his diamond losers on dummy's
fourth club.
If declarer fails to take the trump

finesse and cashes the A-K instead,'
he unnecessarily jeopardizes the con-
tract. In the actual hand, he would go
down one, assuming normal defense.

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Screen legend Brando dead at 80
By The Associated Press
LOS ANGELES (AP) — Marlon

Brando, who revolutionized
American acting with his Method
performances in "A Streetcar
Named Desire" and "On the
Waterfront" and went on to create
the iconic character of Don Vito
Corleone in "The Godfather," has
died. He was 80.

Brando died at an undisclosed
Los Angeles hospital Thursday,
attornex David J. Seeley said
Friday-.,)the cause of death was
being withheld, Seeley said, noting
the actor "was a very private man."

Brando, whose unpredictable
behavior made him equally fascinat-
ing off the screen, was acclaimed
the greatest actor of his generation,
a two-time winner of the Academy
Award who influenced some of the
best actors of the generation that
followed, among them Al Pacino,
Robert De Niro and Jack Nicholson.

"Marlon would hate the idea of
people chiming in to give their com-
ments about his death. All I'll say is
that it makes me sad he's gone,"
said Francis Ford Coppola, who
directed "The Godfather."

Brando was the unforgettable
embodiment of the brutish Stanley

Kowalski of "A
Streetcar Named
Desire," the
mixed up Terry
Malloy of "On
the Waterfront"
(which won him
his first Oscar)
and the wily
Corleone of
"T he
Godfather."

But his private life may best be
defined by a line from "The Wild
One," in which Brando, playing a
motorcycle gang leader, is asked
what he's rebelling against.

"Whattaya got?" was his famous
reply.

His image was a studio's night-
blare. Millions of words were writ-
ten about his weight, his many
romances and three marriages, his
tireless — and, for some, tiresome
— support of the American Indian
and other causes, his battles with
film producers and directors, his
refuge on a Tahitian isle.

His most famous act of rebellion
was his refusal in 1973 to accept the
best actor Oscar for "The
Godfather." Instead, he sent a
woman who called herself Sasheen
Littlefeather to read a diatribe about
Hollywood's treatment of Native
Americans.

It was roundly booed.
Brando's private life turned trag-

ic years later with his son's convic-
tion for killing the boyfriend of his
half sister, Cheyenne Brando, in

1990. Five years later. Cheyenne
committed suicide, still depressed
over the killing.

Still, the undying spotlight never
made him conform.

"I am myself," he once declared,
"and if I have to hit my head against
a brick wall to remain true to
myself, I will do it."

Nothing could diminish his repu-
tation as an actor of startling power
and invention.

Starting with Kowalski in the
stage version of "A Streetcar Named
Desire" and a startling series of
screen portrayals, Brando changed
the nature of American acting.

Schooled at the Actors Studio in
New York. he created a naturalism
that was sometimes derided for its
mumbling, grungy attitudes. But
audiences were electrified, and a
new generation of actors adopted
his style.

"1-1e influenced more young
actors of my generation than any
actor," longime friend and
"Godfather" co-star James Caan
said Friday through his publicist.
"Anyone who denies this never
understood what it was all about."

Marion Brando Jr. came from the
American heartland, born in
Omaha. Neb., on April 3, 1924. He
was a distant, conservative man of
French. English and Irish stock; the
original family name was Brandeau.

His mother, the 'former Dorothy
Pennebaker, was small, willowy,
compassionate and filled with cre-
ative energy. Her ambitions often
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were unrealized, and she underwent
periods of problem drinking. She
had given birth to two daughters.
Frances and Jocelyn, before Marlon
was born.
He grew up a pudgy, mischie-

vous boy who was called Bud to
distinguish him from his father.
Jocelyn was charged with getting
Bud to kindergarten, a difficult task.
She solved it by leading him on a
leash.

Young Marlon first became
exposed to the theater through his
mother, who became a leader and
occasional actress in the Omaha
Community Playhouse. When a
leading man dropped out of a play.
she pleaded with a young neighbor
just home from college to take the
role. Henry Fonda reluctantly
agreed. Mrs. Brando also encour-
aged another young Omaha native,
Dorothy McGuire.

His impact on screen acting was
demonstrated by Academy nomina-
tions as best actor in four successive
years: as Kowalski in "A Streetcar
Named Desire" (195 9; as the
Mexican revolutionary in "Viva
Zapata!"' (1952); as Marc Anthony
in "Julius Caesar" (1953); and as
Terry Malloy in "On the
Waterfront" (1954).

Although he remained in
Hollywood, he refused to be part of
it. "Hollywood is ruled by tear and
love of money," he told a reporter.
"But it can't rule me because I'm
not afraid of anything and 1 don't
love money."

Nearly $3.5M invested into university research
FRANKFORT, Ky. — Ciosernor

Ernie Fletcher announced today that
the state has invested $3,497,637 in
Kentucky technology companies
and university and small business
research programs. This is the lat-
est round of awards issued by the
Kentucky Science and Technology
Corporation (KSTC) with tunding
provided by the Commonwealth
through the Council on
Postsecondary Education in support
of Kentucky's New Economy. All
projects undergo rigorous peer
review and due diligence and fall
within the state's five priority
research focus areas: biosciences,
environmental technologies, human
health, information technology, and
materials science and advanced
manufacturing.

"We must ensure that Kentucky
is competitive in the New Economy
by providing the funding necessary
to create jobs and opportunity here
in the Commonwealth," stated
Governor Ernie Fletcher. "It is
essential that Kentucky enhance
itself in the global market by pro-
viding an economic climate that

stimulates growth and entrepreneur-
ial innovation. These awards will
foster an environment that encour-
ages economic development and
promotes Kentucky's standing m the
Knowledge Economy."

This includes new awards total-
ing $1.8 million to 38 technology
start-up companies, including 22
from rural areas, under the various
investment funds managed by The
Innovation Group at KSTC. The
Commercialization Investment
Fund (CIF) is a series of state spon-
sored seed capital investment funds
focused on early stage technologies
in Kentucky and filling the gap
between founder's and angel/ven-
ture capital. The funded CIF proj-
ects range in diversity from the
development of new pharmaceuti-
cals derived from tobacco plants to
medical devices. Investment
amounts range from $7,500 to
$200,000 and come from the Rural
Innovation Fund, Kentucky
Commercialization Fund, and R&D
Voucher Fund.

Another $1.7 million was award-
ed to 31 university and small busi-

ness researchers
for projects
sponsored by the
Kentucky
Science and
Engineering
Foundation
(KSEF) under
the Research and
Development
Excellence
Program. The
awards range from $15,000 to
explore emerging ideas — up to
$100,000 for taking advanced
research to the next stage of discos:-
cry on the way to developing new
technologies and commercial appli-
cations. Faculty researchers receiv-
ing these competitive KSEF awards
were from the University of
Kentucky, University of Louisville,
Western Kentucky University,
Morehead State University and
Murray State University. In addi-
tion, two small businesses,
Triboflow Separations and ECM
Biosciences, were selected for fund-
ing through this competitive
process.
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
