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THE SEPARATE COACH.

If Gen. Cassius M. Clay would go

off and soak his head it would help

him. His letter written a few days

ago to the negro leegee in Lexington

la regard to the separate coach bill

shows that time has not added any-

thihg to his stook of wiedom nor de-

tracted any from the hatred which

has always ranked in his bosom to-

wards the white people of the South.

Time, which usually broadens the

vioWs of most men, has, if it were

possible, narrowed his. The years of

esperienee that he haa had since he

first arrayed hlraelf against the

Ckincealan race In general and the

whites of the South In particular, and

the lessons that these years would

have taught the majority ,have been

waited en him. He stands tc-day

jest where he stood more than thirty

years ago. Then, he exerted himself

tooth' up not only sectional peeteslIce

but also race prejudice between the

whites and the blacks, and now,

when he is tottering on the verge of

the grave, when in the natural course

of human events he can not

bope to live much longer,

he ta still exerting himself to

keep alive those prejudices.

It le to such men aa Gen. Clay that

the South owes whatever of trouble

it has had, or may have, arising

from race prejudice. The wbite peo-

ple and negrom of the South always

have, and do now live together in

yeses except when men like Gen.

Clay oome among them and, for the

sake of notoriety in some case*. and

for political gain is most, take ad-

vantage of the ignorance of the !H-

eroes and the uneducated classes of

whites and stir them up the one

against the other. Such men are nut

only enemies to the whiter.. but to

the negroee as well, because by array•

log the two races against cacti other

they bring about a condition of af-

fairs pregnant with trouble for the

black man. They make the negro

dissatisfied with his lot. They create

in him • desire to occupy an un•

natural position with regard to the

white men ; a position which be can

never In reason hope to occupy, a po-

sttiou which God Almighty never

Intended that he should occupy.

The true friend of the negro would

not do that.
The General, in his letter, goes on

to say that the Phoeneicians were not

Caummians; that Budd', Confucius,

Zorosater, Brahma and Jesus Christ,

the founders of live of the great reli-

gions were not Caucasian!, but he

fails to tell his "brother iu black"

that they were nearer Caucasians

than they were negroes. Such rot as

that la unworthy a man of Gen.

Clay's Intelligence; it would be inex-

cusable in a ten year old boy-but

then his words are only those of a

demogogue-he knows better, but be

is not willing that the negro should

know better, as it serves his purpose

better to keep the black man in ignor-

ance. He also cites the conquest of

Spain by the Moors as an example of

what the black man can do when

given a chance, but again he falls to

tell his black friends that while the

Moors were not white men they were

also not neerom. But evea if they

had all been negro.. we fail to see

what bearing that could have on the

emsarate coach law.

The separate coach law was flamed

ss much for the benefit of the negro

as for the white man, and many of

the sensible black men appreciate

this fact. The complaint in regard

to this law did not originate with the

negro, but is entirely the work of de-

signing white men of the Republican

party who think that thousands of

votes can be mad. out of it. It is the

work of men wbo would go to any ex-

tremity, and stir up any amount of

bitter feeling la order to get an office,

men who have nothisg at stake, and

who, after !starting the hall to rolliug,

would exclaim like Mark Antony:

Now let it work! Mischief, thou art afoot,
Take thou what coarse WIND Wilt!

-feet equality,but beyond, that equali-

ty ceases, mane is wild indeed who

would suggest a social side to the case,

but that seems to be what Geo. Clay

hem in his mind.

properties in the New England states

that are very valuable and prefitable,

but which under .such a consideration as

the one proposed will lessee even more

remunerative anti influential by the re-

auction of the expense in operating. tine

by the purchase of supplies in quantities

so large as to demand great reductions

in the price of material used.

For years it has been recognized that

a good paying newspaper is one of the

most solid and stable investments that

money can be put into, and the majority

of the newspapers of the country. too

large to be the personal property of sin-

gle owners, have been managed by stock

companies.
This consolidation of newspapers un-

der one management is not a particular-

ly new idea. It has been very successful

in a smaller scale in the west, sellers. the

Script* league is widely known sea big

syndicate, managing a dozen valuable

lewspaper plants.
It was one If the dreams of the elder

Bennett which a number of years ago

rause near to realization. The New York

Herald anti The Timesehe Chicago Tiniest.

St. Louis Poet-Dispatch and the Boston

Herald at one time came very near being

controlled by a syndicate, with the elder
Bennett at its bead, but disagreements

arose, and the negotiations cause to

naught.
The enormous earnings of big papers

like the New York Herald, Sun and

World, the Boston Herald anti Globe are

the natural results of serious and inde-

fatigable efforts extending over a series

of years. It is popularly reported that

the income of James Gordon Bennett of

the New York Herald from his paper is

$750,000 per annum. The World closely

follows this with over $500,000, while

The Sun probably makes half that

amount. The Boston Herald is supposed

to divide $300,000 a year between the

owners, while The Globe pays at least 10

per cent net on $2,000,000.

The proposed combine, however, deals

with New England newspapers, and even

this is a deal of immense magnitude.

The capitalists alluded to propose to

purchase the leading daily papers in

New England, managing them of course

as individual papers and preserving their

separate autonomies, yet controlling

them by a directorate, to whom the

agent or manager in charge of -each

paper shall report directly. It is esti-

mated that $10,000,000 in capital will be

required.
The plan is to purchase these proper-

ties by issuing bonds for $5,000,000, pre-

ferred stock of $5,000,000 and common

stock of $5,000,000, the bonds and the

common stock to be sold for the pur-

chase money, the bonds to carry an 8

per cent guarantee, the preferred stock

to be a 7 per cent stock, and the common

to declare whatever dividend might be

left over after an allowance for a sink-

ing fund. At the present cost of operat-

ing the common stock could declare a 10

per cent dividend and carry 5 per cent

to the sinking fund.
The cost of operating would be great-

ly reduced. Take for example the Bos-

ton dailies or the two big Sunday issues.

The Herald and Globe each run trains

out over the roads leading from Boston

Sunday morning, seven trains each. One

of them could be cut off and a joint train

run, saving at least $30,000 per year. By

purchasing paper in such immensegnan-

titiee the very lowest possible price could

be obtained, and a very small fraction of

a per cent saved would in the aggregate

amount to an enormous figure, and as

with paper se with type, presses, ink and

ell other materials. In the matter of

distribution of papers in Boston alone an

enormous saving would be made.

By the control of all the newspaper

properties in New England by one con-

cern a new era in the collection of news

would at once fellow. A system of

leased lines, with operators in the em-

ploy of the combine, would be inevitable.

The New England Associated Press

wonld either be merged in it or go to the

wall, but this system of leased wires
would bring a saving of such propor-

tions as to be absolutely startling and

which ia at present impossible by any

one paper. It is expected that expenses

of operation would be reduced fully 25

per cent.
The plan is not a political one and has

no political significance. The combine

is said to be evenly divided between both

the great political parties; otherwise this

absorption of such papers would give a

political influence that would be so power-
ful that it could not be tolerated. Agents
of the syndicate are now in New Eng-

land making inquiries and investigations.

The successful management of the Stand-

ard Oil company, of the big street car

combines and other trusts seems likely

to be followed by a newspaper trust.-
