The magmficeot courage of the
Missieeippi, Lavisiane, Arkaasas sad
Texes megroes, which make np the
reak and fle of this regimeat. is the
edmirstion of every officer who bas
written here since the flight. The
registent hse s large proportion of
southero-bore officers, who led their
mea with more tham the usual expos-
ure.

These men bad always said the
southers negro would light ae staach-
ly es say white mas, if be was led by
those la wvhom be bad oconfidence.
