Food Study
A nutrition project has just

been completed at Aurora Ele-
mentary School. This project is
under the supervision of Mrs
Melodean Hick s, lunchroom
supervisor, and Mrs. Dorthea
Bailey, nutritionist from the
State Health Department.
Purposes of this project were

to attempt to realize what is
needed in daily diet, to get pupils
to eat the foods that are needed,
and especially to eat what ir
served in the lunchroom.
