State Safety Commissioner
Glenn Lovern has posted a list
of ten "Safety Commands" for
motorists to observe "if they
want to get through the winter
season without a breakdown,
mishap or causing a dangerous
traffic blockade."

The rules, officially approved
by the National Safety Council
following extensive research on
the subject, follow:
Ten safe driving rules:

1. Flush the cooling system of
,our vehicle, have it checked
for leaks, and put in anti-freeze.

2. Install winter tires before
the first snowfall, and make sure
all tires have good treads.

3. Always carry a pair of re-
inforced tire chains. During deep
snow and ice, and particularly
on hills, they enable you to go
and stop safely, thus preventing
skid wrecks and traffic tieups.
4. Windshield wipers should be
in good condition. Wiper blades
should exert an arm pressure of
one ounce per inch of blade
length to sweep snow and sleet
off instead of sliding over it.

5. Make certain the heater-de-

froster is capable of keeping the
windshield clear at all times.
Know your heater-defroster and
how to use it to prevent interior
fogging.

6. Be certain both headlights
work on upper and lower beams

and that stop lights, taillights
and directional signals work al-

7. Have breaks adjusted, re-
lined if necessary, and be sure
break linings are free of grease
8. Tune-up your engine. A

winter tune-up is essential to
assure cold weather starting and
to avoid stalling. Winter start-
ing strains the battery, when its

efficiency is already lower.

9. Inspect the muffler, and cor-

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The annual report of the ex-
tension agents shows some in-
teresting facts about the growth
of Marshall County during the
last 20 years.
For instance, there are only

1,319 farms in the cotutty now,
compared with 2,182 in 1940. And
the farms are getting a little big-
ger, on the average. The average
size farm now is 85 acres, where-
as in 1940 it was 79 acres.

Now there are only 360 so-
called commercial farms, com-
pared with 1,741 in 1940. On the
whole, farming land is decreas-
ing. In 1940, there were 173,000

acres of farm land in this coun-
ty. Now there are only 112,000

acres.

In 1940, 30,079 acres were

planted in corn. No there are

only 18,683 acres in corn. In

1940, there were 2,026 acres of

tobacco, but that has dwindled

to 396 acres. Strawberry land

has decreased from 1,822 acres

to a mere 41 acres.
Livestock is gaining in pop-

ularity in the county. In 1940,

there were 6,830 head of cattle.

Now there are 10,151 head. In

1940, livestock sales amounted to

$331,483. That figure climbed to

$1,197,187 in 1959.

In 1940, Marshall County had

one industrial plant. Now it has

14 such plants. In 1940 the coun-

ty had one motel. Now it has 70

motels.

Only 70 homes were built each

year in the county gack in 1940.

Now, 400 homes are constructed

in the county each year.
