ter . I needed cooling off The
sound wail coming from the back-
yard so I did a quick survey out
there towards the rear of the
yard. There was nothing!

But as I walked to the back
steps, dripping wet, I saw a
red gasoline can moving about
rather animatedly and I stepped
in the down-pour to see what the
trouble was. I found out in a
hurry and finally pin-pointed the
tin-tin-tin-tap-tap-tap -bang-bang
noises I started hearing when the
rains came.

Now at our house we have a
new dog . . . Snowball . . the
kids call him. He is a lovable
little character, but stupid as all
get out. He had gotten out of
his pen when it started raining
and ran to get under the back
steps for shelter. He did, but
something happened. And this is
what I think it was.

In his hurry to get under the
stew he bumped into the gaso-
line can.

Garment Firm Gets
Order For 102,000

Army Field Jackets

A government coni bet for the
production of 102,600 Army field
jackets which has just been a-
warded the Clinton Garment
Manufacturing Co. will enable
the firm to operate almost 12
months out of the year.

Irving Berlin, one of the factory
owners, said that although the
contract would amount to appro-
ximately one-half million dollars,
it would not result in any great
profit to the company.

"The best thing about the con-
tract," Berlin explained, "is that
it calls for production during the
normally slow season in the gar-
ment industry."

Production under the .contract
is to start in October of this year
and will continue through March
of 1958. This is the period during
which the factory was closed last
year.

Production on commercial con-
tracts for civilian firms is now
at top speed at the local factory.
The factory owners were un-

successful in their attempts to
get fill-in contracts last year and
had therefore been concentrating
their efforts toward obtaining a
contract for the slow season this
year.
Such government contracts are

We only wish the ninety-five per-

cent of the people of Kentucky who
are neither professional politicians
nor political hobbyists could have
heard the Fancy Farm speech. Facts
are what are needed — not misin-
formation or no information at all.
The facts speak for themselves.

Through the efforts of the present
administration Kentucky ranked first
in the nation last year in the degree
of improvement in education. It is
true that we had fallen so far behind
the national average during previous
administrations that our schocls had
to "run like mad to keep standing
still," but had it not been for the full
implementation of the Minimum
Foundation Program under the
Chandler-Waterfield administration,
our schools would have been "forty-
ninth" in the nation.
The deserved assistance the pre-

sent administration is giving to our
schools cannot be overlooked by par-
ents of children in school. It cannot
be belittled by hostile political pro-

pagandists who would write editori-
als on the creaking of the Pearly
Gates to serve their selfish purposes.

Regardless of what misinforma-
tion is put out by these hostile pro-
pagandists, the fact remains that
within the next month more road
building contracts will be let by Ken-
tucky than are normally let in an en-
tire year.

In
the long run, regardless of what we
say here editorially, or what the poli-
tical propagandists who oppose the
administration may say, that admin-
istration will be judged at the polls
in 1959 on what it has done.
In due time, the people of Kentuc-

ky will judge for themselves if the
administration now in Frankfort has
served them well. To make up their
minds they need the true facts. Those
facts cannot be long obscured by
political propagandists.

Young Man From Hickman Spends A Summer In
Guatemala; Finds Living Different, Interesting
(Ed's Note: The following arti-

cle was sent to the News by Mrs.
Frank Henry of Hickman. The
interview with Terry Taylor was
published in the Westchester,
California, newspaper. Terry is
the son of Mrs. Julia Roper Tay-
lor, Hickman.)

"I enjoyed the country, the
people and scenery so much I
would be glad to return there
any day if given the opportuni-
ty," was the opinion of Terry
Taylor, 20, 7124 Trask Avenue,
who spent last summer in Gua-
temala as the guest of his col-
lege roommate's family. Taylor
is a student at California Poly-
technic Institute.
Taylor estimated that Guate-

mala City is roughly the size of
Westchester and Santa Monica
together with modern, tall struc-
tures equal to any found in the
average American city. What im-
pressed him most was the over-
all cleanliness contrasting to
cities in the United Steles.
The rural areas are poor by

comparison, with very few im-
provements and poor dirt roads.
The beauty of the rural areas,
however more than compensates
for the lack of improvements, he
observed.
"Most of the house plants

which we have to cultivate
here," Taylor states, "are found
crowing wild there throughout
the whole country. Beautiful
orchids, for example, in many
varieties, grow everywhere."

Most of the area outside Guate
male City is devoted to coffee
plantations such as the one
owned by Oscar Ufer's family,
who were Taylor's hosts. The
Ufers, like many plantation
owners are of ,German stock.
The Guatemalan government

has been seizing these planta-
tions in recent years and attemp-
ting to manage them with gov-
ermet staffed personnel.

"There is considerable friction
between United States and for-
eign business interest in Guate-
mala," Taylor observed. 'The
troubles of the country are ag-
gravated by the fact that techni-
cally, the country is still at war
with Germany, and all imports
from there have recently been
stopped by the Guatemalan gov-
ernment.
"An uprising, during which 28

university students were shot,
occured the week after Oscar
and I arrived there," Taylor re-
called. "As for as I can deter-
mine, the government is afraid

of a communist uprising. After
the student rebellion a 9 p. m.
curfew was ordered and police
roadblocks were installed. This
lasted for almost a month. The
country was still under martial
law when we left to return to
the United States in late Aug-
ust."
Guatemalan police are ex-

tremely corrupt, in the opinion
of Taylor, who cited an incident
which occured while he was pre-
sent. "I was a passenger in a car
with my roommate, Oscar. His
brother was at the wheel of a
car following. Suddenly a boy
on a bicycle traveling in the op-
posite direction, passed and
struck a third vehicle behind
that of Oscar's brother.
"We all stopped. When the

police arrived to settle the pro-
blem of responsibility for the ac-
cident, they made Oscar pay $30
to them and $35 to the boy on
the bicycle.
"Then they collected $10, all

he had with him, from the man
in the vehicle which struck the
boy and imposed a fine of $30 on
the boy."
The reason, apparently, for

settling the accident in this man-
ner was to make those who had
the most money on them at the
fines.
"No tickets were issued or

receipts given. But this seemed
to be normal from what I was
able to judge. The police accept
gifts of whiskey, cigarettes, and
sucb, regularly from private citi-
zens, whether persons are invol-
ved in trouble or not."
Highlight of Taylor's vacation

was a 10-day auto and canoe
trip with six others, led by the
head of the department of roads.
The group left Gugtemala City
by car traveling notth to Coban
through foothills and mountain-
ous areas, then turned eastward
toward the Atlantic Ocean to
Pancajche. There they were join-
ed by two Indians with canoes
who paddled them by river to El
Estor on Lake Isabel. At that
point they boarded a motor
launch which took them through
El Gofete to the coast at Port
Barrios, Amatique Bay.
The return trip was made by

car along the new Atlantic High-
way, now under congruction.
"The climate," Taylor says, "is

most enjoyable. There was a dry
spell all during last summer
which is affecting crops badly.
Much of the corn crop, the main
diet of the Indians, has been
spoiled.

Steel Industry Owes
Much To Kentuckian
The steel industry celebrates

its 100th anniversary this year.

Much of the credit goes to Wil-
liam Kelly of Eddyville, whose
process opened the door to the

modern age of steel.
Kelly was first to discover the

method of producing large quant-
ties of steel economically. Hit
process was to blow cold air
through molten iron, producing a
hot flame which burned out the
impurities.

Although Kelly was first to
discover the process, another
man, Henry Bessemer, of Eng-
land, reaped the fame and for-
tune. Neither man knew of the
other's work but each developed
the same process.

Bessemer's greater business in-
sight gets the credit for his suc-
cess. While Kelly went about his
work quietly, Bessemer obtained
patents in the United States and
England and told other steelmak-
ers about his work. This method
of making steel soon became
known as the "Bessemer Pro-
cess."
When Kelly heard of Bessem-

er's American patent, he filed a
claim to priority of invention.
Kelly was granted a patent in
1857. Kelly's patent was renewed
in 1870 while Bessemer's was re-
jected by the U. S. Patent Office.
A converter designed by Kelly

after years of work was used
successfully in 1881. The first
commercial Bessemer converter
in the United States was a 2%
ton vessel used in 1864.
In 1887, only about 3.000 tons

of Bessemer steel were made in
this country. Three years later
output rose to 42,000 tons. In
1880 it topped the 1,000,000 ton
mark for the first time in the

United States was producing
more steel than any other coun-
try.
Bessemer steel reached its

peak in 1906 with a production
of more than 13 million tons.
This method is still used on a
small scale for making steel and
last year more than 3,000,000
tons were produced.
